Findings

The different phases of TRICKS MRA clearly delineate vascular and cardiac structures
due to the high temporal resolution, while optimized spatial resolution allows to
appreciate the anatomic details.

Conclusion

Using the TRICKS technique, a good visualization of the pulmonary artery can be
obtained.  Despite the widespread use of CT for studying the pulmonary artery, the
availability of the time-resolved technique makes MRI an alternative and fascinating
tool in the evaluation of this anatomic region. �
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
