You can see the line is already going outside

              the door.  As we mentioned, the price is absolutely free.

              People getting some great news here.  As a matter of fact,

              they have--you can get your blood sugar done here, but you

              can also get your cholesterol done here in a matter of

              minutes?

              Dr. LOMAN:  Right, right.  That's the other thing too, we

              really need to know what your lipid profile, because as you

              know, the higher lipid profile, the chance of you to have

              heart attack and stroke is, of course, higher.
