Notice to residents in Saudi Arabia

This notice applies to residents of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia (“KSA”) and to processing of
personal data in KSA. This section shall be read together with the main Privacy Policy. Where
there are inconsistencies between this notice and the main body of the Privacy Policy, this notice
shall prevail in KSA.

- The section “Data Transfers” under the Privacy Policy will be replaced by the following
section:

Data Transfers outside the KSA

We may transfer the personal information we collect through the Channels to, and store such data
in, other countries outside the KSA in accordance with the applicable law. If we do so, we will
transfer the personal information only for the purposes described in this Privacy Policy.

Some recipients of this personal information may be located in countries recognized by Saudi
Data & Al Authority (“SDAIA”) as providing an adequate level of data protection (with reference
to adequacy decisions issued by SDAIA). In such cases, transfers will be compliant with the
applicable data protection law.

For recipients of personal information which may be located in countries not recognized by
SDAIA as providing an adequate level of data protection, we ensure that all such transfers will be
conducted in accordance with the applicable data protection law. This includes implementing
appropriate safeguards (such as Standard Contractual Clauses , where relevant) and ensuring that
suitable technical and organizational security measures will be in place. These measures are
designed to protect personal data against accidental or unlawful destruction, accidental loss or
alternation, unauthorized disclosure or access, and all other unlawful forms of processing. To the
extent required by applicable law, only the minimum necessary personal data will be transferred
outside of the KSA.
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
